 Club Chief Instructors Report 

The year is off to a great start with 49 riding members on the current Member Contact List and more members expected to join and transfer 
from other clubs. 
 
Musters - February 14 
 
This muster held after the AGM was essentially rained out with only a few riders turning up with horses. Those of us with horses took a trail ride 
through the cross country course before the AGM and that concluded riding for that day. After the AGM and Committee Meeting those riding 
members who stayed were invited to select a riding journal from those prepared by Kaitlin Morris-Arkell and Kiah North. There are more of 
these available for those who don’t have one yet. They were then asked to stand in front of the group and tell us who they were and what kind 
of riding they liked to do, then explain what was the best and least best thing about their horse. This was quite fun and very interesting to find 
out how everyone was going with their horse. I have made notes on what I discovered. 
 
February 28 
There was a very good turnout for this muster with 22 riders participating. Nine of these were new members. Linda Perkins was kind enough to 
offer her time for this muster and give me some guidance on technic and safety when instructing a large group lesson. The large group helped 
identify some of our strengths and weaknesses in that it moved a little slow and we didn’t get as much done as we had hoped. 
 
This occurred because we were a little under resourced since we were only expecting about 12 riders with 6 notifying us that they would 
attend. We have since taken measures to streamline musters in the future by asking riders to pay at the Club House before presenting on 
parade for gear check. We have also informed the members of the importance notifying their attendance and the response so far has been 
excellent.  
To help handle the larger numbers of riders, I have received “expressions of interest” from 6 of our riding members who are interested in taking 
up the role of Sports master and 4 of them will be working toward their Instructor qualifications. 
 
While some feedback was that it was slow, I did get a good chance to check each of the riders progress and now have a better idea of what they 
need to achieve their goals. Some riders have already been asked, but all the riders will be asked at some stage to write down their goals to 
help with this process. Four year old, Maia Morris-Arkell’s goal is to have sword fight on her pony! An excellent opportunity to for her to 
develop her balance and an independent seat. 
 
March 14 
This muster will be held in conjunction with a Jump Clinic conducted by Adam Mellars. The response to this clinic has been excellent with late 
nominations having to be turned down due to being fully booked, so we will aim to hold more of them in the future. 
 



 

 

The muster will run as normal with clinic participants leaving and rejoining the muster group as required. 13 riders have advised the club that 
they will be attending. 1 member has advised that they won’t be attending, so an extra point will be given to each of these 14 riders to be 
added to the year total. The anticipated number is 20 riders at this muster. 
 
Instructors and activities will be organized for approximately 20 riders. This will start at 0800 with a jumping demo by Adam Mellars and Caitlin 
Lyndon, followed by gear checks and muster activities. At 1030 Willem Koekemoer will be giving a 30-40 min demo in the round yard and this 
will conclude the muster. 
 
Instructors 
The Club needs to increase instructor resources to handle the increasing numbers of riders at musters. To facilitate this I have asked some of 
our members to take on the role of Sports Master, some of them with the view to obtaining instructor qualifications. So far I have received 
acceptances from Jo Fisher, Vic Summers, Karolyn Eason and Kiah North. Willem and his wife, Michelle have indicated that they will be working 
toward a NCAS instructor qualification. 
 
Kiah will not be eligible until her 17

th
 birthday in April after which she will be in a position to help out in a junior role. Jo and Karolyn are to 

commence their instructor course at a Brookfield clinic on March 28. I will be commencing my NCAS qualification with Willem and Michelle at 
this same clinic.  I will be asking for these 6 members to be minuted as Sports Masters at this committee meeting. 
 
Cross Country Course 
 
Che has advised the Committee what is required to bring the cross country course up to a safe and usable standard. 
 
In the meantime, Mark Airey has contacted some local building suppliers to provide low cost materials to restore the cross country jumps. 
While this will incur some expense to the Club, it is a great opportunity to get started on an important project if the Club aims to hold any 
Combined Training events any time in the future.
