can establish with your horse when you are out trail riding.

| get the impression that it is too low key for some riders to trail ride, but | make a point of doing this with my horses.

It is an essential part of their training. | take them to Nudgee Beach at low tide or Clear Mountain State Forest and |

holiday at Noosa North Shore to ride along the beach. But mostly, | just ride out down the road. It is great fun

because the end of it, | have a horse that will go forward, go left, go right, stop and back up when I ask him. This
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out his confidence levels in the surf at Rainbow Beach last Sunday.

The NSPC has plenty of riding trails in the cross country course and in the bush behind the club so get out there and
go for aride.
