 A NOTE FROM YOUR CCI – ANDREW ….  
 
Our first riding muster is this Saturday, 8am - 11am and I will be asking  all our riders to write in their riding journals 

as to what they hope to achieve with their horses this year.  These goals don’t have to be grand,  but I would like 

everyone to really think about it. This is important,  because I need to know what each rider is working towards so I 

can help them with what they need. 

 

It is best for these goals to be specific and if possible measurable. Good examples of this would be:- 

1. To trot my horse, while posting on the correct diagonal, with a loose rein around a barrel course. This would 
be a good goal for my “green broke” horse on its 5th ride or a 5 year old rider on her 25 year old horse. 

2. To jump my horse over 80cm when my previous best is 50cm. This rider may have to reach goal 3 before 
reaching this one. 

3. To be more relaxed and confident when riding and have more fun. 
 

The last one can only be measured by yourself by I am sure that I will be able to see if you are achieving it or not. 

We will be getting help from some very experienced outside instructors during the year so everyone should be able 

to access the help they need and have some fun along the way. 

One of my most favourite sayings with regard to horses is:- 

Give me your horse and in 2 weeks it will be like mine. 

I’ll give you mine and in 2 weeks it will be like yours. 

It wasn’t until a couple of years after first hearing it and practicing my horsemanship skills on quite a few different 

horses that the message of this saying truly sank in.
