By the end of the year the club will have a number of well-fenced paddocks all with automatic watering
troughs and free of dangerous objects and branches.

With a smile on his face he agreed but continued to load the pallet onto a trailer to be taken to
the tip. To all those who assisted with the working bee many thanks.

A
ninth horse has taken and filled the final agistment position and settled in well after a 9-hour semi trailer-freighting
trip from NSW.

Finally, it has become apparent that there is a significant patch of lantana along the boundary of the left hand
paddock. Karolyn and Rex have made a gallant start at removing this with the aim of totally eliminating the risk of
any horse agisting on our grounds from ingesting this toxic plant.
