The second application for the arena fencing grant will be resubmitted shartiyll
take a few months to be assessed. Let’s hope second time lucky. Another grant
application is also being submitted for funding up to $10,000 for energy efficient
initiatives for our club. The application will target a gas oven to replace tbingxi
electric oven, as well as some stand alone solar powered lights to illurhie&ilding
yards. This will improve safety during the night time feeding of the horsesgedgn
the grounds.

We have been given the go ahead to start the project funded by the Water Cionservat
Grant which covers the installation of a second tank and automatic watering troughs f
the agisted horses. If anyone would like to volunteer to oversee the work, please give m
a call.

It won't be long now until we hold our first muster on tffeNdarch. If you aren't able to
attend due to EIl constraints or permit issues, please come along anyway wotitout y
horse to help make this first day back a good one.

On the & March, the day before the muster, we are having a working bee to tidy up the
grounds, do some slashing and mowing, and spread the remaining mulch.

NORTHERN SUBURBS PONY CLUB GUIDELINES




It is a rule of the club that approved helmets and riding boots must be wortiraealivhen
riding on the Pony Club grounds. Boots are ankle length, elastic-sided, smooth gbledpw
heel for riders under the age of 17 years. Riders over the age of 17 camitinaathe short boots
just mentioned®R long black/brown bootdNOT GUM BOOTS).

MUSTERS
Musters are held twice a month and are designed to teach and improve alhdsapl
horsemanship, as well as care and management of your horse. If it is rainege 68 ho
instructor available, the Muster may be cancelled or a “Wet Mustheld in the Canteen. This
involves lectures, talks, demonstrations and sometimes videos.

Muster days and times are as follows:-

- SecondSATURDAY of the month, starting at 8.00am — 11.00am (Oct-April)
And 9.00am — 12 midday, (May — September).

- FourthSUNDAY of the month starting at 9.20 — 2.00pm.

Muster uniform consists of:-

NOMINATIONS FOR EVENTS

The Club organizing the Gymkhana collects the nominations on the day of the event
Nominations for Dressage, Showjumping, Eventing, etc are only taken througlulthe C
Secretary. Nominations for these events usually close two weeksoptter évent.

COMMITTEE MEETINGS
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The committee meets once a month at the Club House on the second Tuesdayas@a®@D
pm. All members are welcome to attend and have their say. However only cenmattéers
can vote on any issues arising.

END OF YEAR TROPHIES

To be eligible for the end of year trophies youst attend 6 mustersand2 of these must be on
a Sunday. You must also wear your muster shirt at musters.

Best Attendance at Club Activities this is awarded to the person who involves themselves in
everything the club runs including musters.

Best Presented Horse and Riderthis is awarded to the rider who obtains the highest muster
points, which, are awarded at the beginning of each muster.

Most Improved Rider this is decided in conjunction with the Instructors and is awardéw to t
person who stands out the most.

To be eligible for the Gymkhana Trophies, you must have attended at le@sbt the six
nominated gymkhanas. Age groups are as follows — 8 and under, 9-10years, 11-12years, 13
l4years, 15-16years, 17-25years and Seniors.

Highest zone One Gymkhana pointsthese can be obtained at any Zone One Gymkhana
including JFMcGill Formal Day, Bobby Bayard Gymkhana and Aitkens Gymkhana.

Highest ODE Points:- Points obtained from any official class, from any

club/zone.
Highest Show Jumping Points:- As above
Highest Dressage Points:- As above
Highest Combined Training Points  As above
Highest Campdrafting points As above.

For all events groups tdss than five ridersare not considered a competition, therefore points
would not be counted. Two Official competitions (Which include Officisds#as of Zone One
Competitions) must be attended in each of the following (ODE, Show Jumping, combined
training and Dressage) to be eligible for a trophy. Age groups are 12yehunider and 13-26
years with the perpetual trophy awarded to the rider with the highess poirall.

All points have to be sent to the Points Recorder within 28 days of the evéamits Sloeets can
be obtained from the Club Secretary and included herewith. Points musbldereon the
official score sheet to be accepted.

Points awarded for Gymkhanas:-
1%Y7 points, 2/5points, 3/4 points, 4/3 points, 8/ 2 points, 8/1 point.

Points for ODE, Dressage, Combined Training, Showjumping and Camp Drafting:
1°Y10 points, 2/9 points, 378 points, 4/7 points, #/6 points, &/ 5 points, 7/ 4 points,
8"/3points, 8/2 points, 18/ 1 point.
