Unfortunately, we have had to defer the submission of our grant application for funding
to construct a sand surfaced dressage arena.
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The grant application guidelines and advice from the Grants and Planning Consultant i
appointed to prepare the application on our behalf are quite specific about meehag all

required criteria for the application to even be considered. Council approval for the -

project had not been received in time and without that letter of approval in the !

application, it would have been rejected. Time got the better of us. i
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The application will be submitted later in the year.

Our Club does have two smaller grant applications lodged for consideration. The
outcome will be known in a few months. One is called the VSEG or Volunteers Small
Equipment Grant. The application requests funding to purchase a range of small
equipment items that will assist Club volunteers. If successful, we will beabl

purchase a chainsaw, mower, wheelbarrow, assorted tools, urn and other useful kitchen
items.

The second application is a Community Water Grant and if successful will fund the
installation of a second rainwater tank and automatic watering systene fagistee
yards worth $4943. The grant is specifically aimed at projects with a weieg sa
strategy, but excludes the excavation of dams.
