All those who attended were able to have
their horses assessed in the round yard by Andrew which further demonstrated a range of
“attitudes” from a horse with good frame of mind to a poor frame of mind. Some had a
very poor frame of mind, but we shall not tell you their names.

This is the first demonstration | have seen in natural horsemanship and all club members
will gain a huge amount of knowledge if they are able to attend any of Andrew’s talks and
demonstrations in the future.

please ensure that the area around your holding yard is kept neat and tidy.
The club has a mower and whipper snipper for you to use if the grass gets to
long. Please do not expect Bruce to trim the grass.
